Development Report


Sancta Maria





The Club is in the process of finalising the deal with the Order of Mercy for the purchase of the site at  Sancta Maria College, Ballyroan.  The matter is presently with the legal advisors of both parties and a conclusion is expected shortly.





The Order of Mercy has agreed to a Department of Justice request to make the Convent House available as a temporary accommodation centre for immigrants.  As the club is in the process of purchasing the house, the Order has agreed that the club will be the beneficiary of the rental income accruing from the Eastern Health Board.





The EHB has carried out an extensive refurbishment of the Convent House at no cost to the Club.  Hitherto, the Club had been bearing the cost of light, heat, maintenance and security.   The building has been unoccupied for some time and a number of maintenance problems needed to be addressed if the building wasn’t to fall into serious disrepair.  The arrangement with the EHB has attended to these issues and a very substantial sum of money has been expended in improving safety and wiring, in providing additional toilets, installing showers, raising the standard of the kitchen area, flooring and painting.   Independent shower and toilet facilities have also been provided for club use.





The agreement with the EHB is for one year and the situation will be reviewed at the end of this period. 





A full time live-in caretaker is being employed by the EHB to supervise and manage the facility and a much improved security provision including video cameras is being implemented.   The occupants are not allowed to bring cars on to the site and the total number to be housed is of the order of 12 mothers and children.





Work on the provision of playing pitches will resume as soon as the weather allows.

The Club AGM on 10 December 2000 approved the reinstatement of the clubhouse.  Thanks to the efforts of a number of people most notably Club Vice Chairman Aiden Nevin and Treasurer, Pat Nash the insurance claim following the fire has been successfully processed and the club is now in a position to proceed with the reinstatement of the clubhouse.  Detailed drawings have been completed and tenders are being sought.  It is hoped to have the club back in operation by the late Summer.
